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In recent years, following and emergence of economic-social issues such
as urbanization and unbridled rural-urban migrations, the process of
marginalization has enjoyed rapid growth. The measures taken in the field
of empowering marginal areas have rarely examined the barriers to job
empowerment and business development in these areas. For this reason.
The current research was conducted with a qualitative approach in the
direction of the pathology of business development obstacles in the
marginal areas of Kermanshah in the form of the grounded theory method.
The data was collected using the purposeful sampling method of known
cases through in-depth and semi-structured interview techniques until
data saturation was reached. Based on the findings of the research, lack of
work culture, legal obstacles, weak managerial skills, traditional
management of existing businesses, and weakness in legal and policy
infrastructures were among the most important causal factors affecting
the non-development of businesses in marginal areas. Economic
conditions were one of the most important background conditions and
providing financial resources was an interfering factor. On the other hand,
the problems of manufacturing businesses in the field of sales and
branding were related to the issue of market management, in which most
of these businesses were weak. Based on the results, the demotivation of
business activists, the reduction of sustainable employment and the
increase in the unemployment rate were emphasized. The decrease in
sustainable employment, the increase in the unemployment rate and the
increase in fake jobs were other unfortunate consequences of not
developing businesses in marginalized areas.
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EXTENDED ABSTRACT

Introduction

In recent years, the process of marginalization has been accelerated following structural
developments and socio-economic problems such as urbanization and rural-urban
migration. This process provides a new way of urban life on the sidelines of many major
cities, which is generally associated with over-density of population, cultural conflict, social
instability, unemployment, false jobs, crime and violence. Kermanshabh, the largest city in
western Iran, the capital of Kermanshah Province and the ninth largest metropolis in the
country over the past three decades, has had a large urban physical expansion, and
population disruption has exacerbated and accelerated the process of marginal texture in
the city. According to statistics in this area, 6,000 people of this metropolis live in the
suburbs, and Kermanshah is second in terms of population in the inefficient urban fabric
and is third in the country. Therefore, this study deals with the pathology of business
development barriers in the suburbs of Kermanshah.

Methodology

The present study was conducted with a qualitative approach to the pathology of
business development barriers in the suburbs of Kermanshah in the form of a fundamental
theory method. The data was collected from deep and semi-structured interviews. The
study population included people of various age groups and both sexes; the study sample
included residents of the studied areas, managers and experts of related organizations such
as the Governorate, Welfare Organisation, Imam Khomeini Relief Committee, and
Kermanshah Province Science and Technology Park. The participants were selected using
the targeted sampling method known as the snowball technique. The sampling and process
of data collection continued until data saturation, with a total of 20 interviews, each lasting
35 minutes. To ensure the accuracy and reliability of the data, the questions were designed
with transparency and clarity; the repetition of the interviews in certain cases, the control
of the organisations, the collection of data from different people in different fields and their
participation in the collection were carried out. The finalization of the views presented was
one of the solutions used to accredit data. The data analysis tool was based on the common
coding method consisting of three stages of open, central and selective coding, and
combining concepts.

Results and discussion

In the first step of the analysis of the initial interviews, 51 concepts were obtained. Then,
the concepts were carefully examined and compared with each other in terms of similarities
and differences, and eventually the concepts of the same nature were classed under a
category. From the extracted categories, a category emerged as a central category to form
the components of the paradigm model of business development barriers in the suburbs of
Kermanshah. By specifying features and dimensions and identifying patterns, the initial
structure of the paradigm model was identified. The components of the paradigm model
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contain the conditions of the context, the phenomenon, the strategy intervention conditions,
and the consequences.

Conclusion

Based on the results, of lack of work culture, legal barriers, weakness of managerial
skills, the traditional administration of existing businesses, weakness in legal
infrastructures and policy-making, lack of equipment, lack of manpower, consultants and
guides, and marketing weaknesses were among the most important contributing factors in
the lack of businesses in the suburbs. Businesses in the suburbs are not just an intra-
organisational problem that will create sustainable growth by providing the best business
conditions. Therefore, one of the factors that lead to the development of productive
businesses is that the country's policy-making structures and existing laws provide
sufficient support for businesses. Based on the results of economic conditions, it is one of
the most important context-examined conditions and has been referred to as one of the
factors affecting the development of businesses in the suburbs. The results showed that the
economic conditions are not related to a particular country or province and their positive
or negative impacts are indirectly related to all businesses; the sharp fluctuations of costs
and prices, exchange rate fluctuations, and the lack of working capital all as the concepts of
economic conditions. The subsidiaries have a significant impact on the actions of the
phenomenon and the interventionist conditions of businesses. Given that all businesses
operate in the socio-cultural context, it is natural that businesses cannot perform well if it
disrupts the development and growth of manufacturing businesses .Financing, as one of the
interventional factors in the development of businesses, directly refers to the difficulty of
funding for businesses including inappropriate payment and repayment conditions
(including payment facilities, facilities, breathing period, customs, guarantees, etc.) and the
lack of sufficient risky investors in the province. Another factor is public sector support.
These factors can play or act as an obstacle. In this regard, the need to design the right
structure for administrative infrastructure management should be considered. The slow
relationships of the administrative system disrupt many of the manufacturing businesses
such as obtaining facilities, brand registration, human resources recruitment, and so on .
Based on the results of manufacturing businesses, in the field of sales and branding, all
related to the issue of market management, most of these businesses were weak .Based on
the results of business activists, the decline in sustainable employment and the rise in
unemployment were highly emphasized. The motivation of activists causes the business
units to be frustrated with their continuation, and other people who are looking to create a
new business have no hope of creating a new business. Reducing sustainable employment,
rising unemployment rates and increasing false jobs were other adverse consequences of
businesses in the suburbs, each of which was expressed by the next consequences
(unemployment, delinquency, suicide, murder, etc.).
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
