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The culmination of sports competitions is the Olympic Games, in
which a selection of sports elites from all over the world compete, so
the purpose of this research was to measure the factors affecting the
development of badminton based on social solidarity. The statistical
population of the present study consisted of 242 elite athletes in the
field of badminton, which included athletes, trainers, supervisors, and
sports managers who were active in this field: all the statistical
population participated in the research. In addition, to measure the
effective factors in the development of badminton based on social
cohesion, aresearcher-made questionnaire was used. The research
findings showed GF], AGFI and NFI indices indicate a very good fit.
Furthermore, in examining the fit of the structural model of the
research, the relationship between the factors affecting the
development of badmintonbased on social cohesionalso showed that
the factor loading of thestandard coefficients of the component was
greater than 0.4, indicating the existence of a significant relationship
between the factors of the sense of community integration (0.643),
friendly and affectionate relationships (0.887), the number of social
relationships (0.912) and group interactions based on shared and
embodied values (0.948) with the general concept of the research,
Finally, itis recommended that coaches provide a way to increase the
social cohesion of badminton elites by focusing more on
strengthening social cohesion in the majority of teams and
emphasizing continuous training in the field of consolidating athletes’
relationships

Introduction

The spread of sports, especially championship sports, and the importance of its place in
international relations, have attracted much attention from governments. Various
continental and global competitions, and above all the Olympic Games, have become the
arena of competition for the chosen youth sports of the nations, and through this, various
sciences and techniques have been used in sports. The success of countries in international
sports arenas, in addition to social and economic effects, is considered a symbol of the
stability and all-round classifications of these countries, and one of the reasons for the high
investment of countries in championship and professional sports originates from this case
(Moustaks, 2023).

Today, development in different dimensions is on the agenda of all the countries of the
world. The development of a country is a general concept that means development in
differentaxes. The rapid development of communication technologies, especiallyin the field
of mass communication media or group media, has caused new roles to be identified for
them every day. Attitudes and information have a major contribution in the era of human
communication, and the developmental role ofthe media is realized in the conditions that
other social organizations of a country develop in the footsteps of the media. The progress
of mass communication in the lasthalf century has been accompanied by the development
of industry, economy and culture everywhere. Therefore, the current research was
developed to present the structural equation model of factors affecting the development of
badminton based onsocial cohesion.

Methodology

In terms of the data collection method, the current research was descriptive-analytical, and
in terms of the problem and purpose of the research, it was considered to be applied
research, which collects information in the field and is based on structural equations. The
statistical population of the present study consisted of 242 elite athletes in the field of
badminton. Determining the minimum sample size required to collect data related to
structural equation modellingis very important, even though there is no general agreement
about the sample size required for factor analysis and structural models. However,
according to many researchers, the minimum sample size required to perform factor
analysis is 200. Finally, 242 participants completed the research questionnaire as the final
sample. To measure the effective factors inthe development of badminton based on social
cohesioninthe target society, aresearcher-made questionnaire was used.

Results and Discussion

According to the results, 28.5% of the participants were female and 71.5% were men.
Therefore, the majority of the statistical population of the research was men. In addition,
according to the age range of the statistical population of the research, 29 participants were
between 20 and 25 years old (12 per cent), 61 were between 26 and 30 years old (25.2
percent), 110 were between 31 and 35 years old (45.5 per cent) and finally 42 were over
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35 years old (17.3 percent). 22.3% of the investigated participants were single (54
participants) and 77.7% were married (188 participants).

The below section deals with the direct factor loadings resulting from fitting the structural
model of the research.

The results showed that the factor loading of the standard coefficients of the component
was greater than 0.4, which indicates the existence of asignificantrelationship between the
factors of sense of community integration (0.643), friendly and loving relationships (0.887),
the number of social relationships (0.912), and group interactions based on common and
embodied values (0.948) with the general conceptofthe research.

Conclusions

Based on the findings of the confirmatory factor analysis, the factorloadings (A) for each
of the indicators of the sense of community integration, friendly and affectionate
relationships, the number of social relations and group interactions based on common and
coherent values, the amount of factorloadings of the obvious variables from the cut point4
0.0 and their t-statistic value was also greater than the cut-off point of 2.567 (P<0.01),
demonstrating confidence in the target structure, the relationship between the factors
affecting the development of badminton based on social cohesion. It showed thatthe factor
loading of the standard coefficients of the component was greater than 0.4, indicating the
existence of a significantrelationship between the factors of sense of community integration
(0.643), friendly and affectionate relationships (0.887), and the number of socia
relationships (0.912), and group interactions based on common and embodied values
